Raised in this Petition for Review of EPA’s final rule entitled “Revised 2023 and 

Later Model Year Light-Duty Vehicle Greenhouse Gas Emissions Standards,” 86 

Fed. Reg. 74,434 (Dec. 30, 2021) (“the Rule”).  

1. Whether the Rule should be set aside under the Administrative Procedure 

Act because it exceeds EPA’s authority under Title II of the Clean Air Act; 

and 

2. Whether the Rule should be set aside under the Administrative Procedure 

Act because it is arbitrary, capricious, and contrary to law.
